My son starts school today. It is all going to be strange and new to him for a
while and | wish you would treat him gently.

It is an adventure that might take him across continents. All adventures that
probably include wars, tragedy and sorrow.

Try to give my son the strength not to follow the crowd when everyone else is
doing it. Teach him to listen to every one, but teach him also to filter all that
he hears on a screen of truth and take only the good that comes through.

Teach him to sell his talents and brains to the highest bidder but never to put
a price tag on his heart and soul.

Let him have the courage to be impatient, let him have the patience to be
brave. Teach him to have sublime faith in himself, because then he will
always have sublime faith in mankind, in God.
